DECLARATION OF AMY BRYANT, M.D., M.S.C.R., IN SUPPORT OF 

PLAINTIFFS’ MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT 

AMY BRYANT, M.D., M.S.C.R., declares and states the following: 

I. Education and Experience 

1. I am one of the named plaintiffs in this case, and I submit this declaration in 

support of Plaintiffs’ motion for summary judgment. 

2. I am a physician licensed to practice medicine in North Carolina.  I am board 

certified in obstetrics and gynecology.  

3.  In 2005, I graduated from Johns Hopkins School of Medicine, with an M.D.  

In 2011, I graduated from the University of North Carolina Gillings School of Public 

Health with a Masters of Science in Clinical Research.  I did my residency at the Albert 

Einstein College of Medicine and completed a Fellowship in Family Planning at the 

University of North Carolina (“UNC”) School of Medicine.  As part of the Family Planning 

Fellowship, I received training in abortion from experts in the field.  I also participated in 

the training of residents and medical students during my fellowship.   
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4. Currently, I am employed at the UNC School of Medicine, in the Department 

of Obstetrics and Gynecology.  I am an Assistant Professor in the Division of Family 

Planning; the Assistant Director for the Family Planning Fellowship; and an Attending 

Physician at the Therapeutic Abortion Clinic.  I have also worked at what is now Planned 

Parenthood South Atlantic in North Carolina since 2009.  A copy of my current curriculum 

vitae is attached as Exhibit A. 

5. I am appearing as a plaintiff in this action as an individual citizen and am in 

no way appearing in any official capacity in relation to UNC, nor am I suing on behalf of 

UNC.   

6. The opinions in this declaration are my expert opinions.  My opinions are 

based on my personal knowledge, as well as my training, education, clinical experience, 

ongoing review of the relevant professional literature, discussions with colleagues, and 

attendance at conferences in the fields of obstetrics, gynecology, gynecologic surgery and 

family planning. 

II. My Medical Practice 

7. In my medical practice, I provide medical and surgical abortions on both an 

outpatient and inpatient basis in a university hospital setting and in a clinic setting at UNC.  

I also train medical students, residents, and fellows on how to provide abortions in those 

settings.  

8.  I perform both first- and second-trimester abortions.   
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9. My patients seek abortions for a variety of reasons based on their individual 

circumstances at the time of that pregnancy.  The reasons my patients choose to have an 

abortion include social reasons, financial issues, and health.    

10. Patients of mine seeking abortions for social and/or financial reasons include 

patients who do not have enough money to take care of a child, patients who are already 

parents and cannot care for additional children, patients who did not intend to become 

pregnant, patients who are young and wish to complete their educations, and patients with 

unsupportive or abusive partners.   

11. Many of my other patients are seeking an abortion at UNC because the 

pregnancy puts their health at risk or their fetus has been diagnosed with a serious fetal 

anomaly such as trisomy 13, trisomy 18, holoprosencephaly, or fetal hydrops.    

12. Most of my abortion patients live in North Carolina, and they come to me 

from throughout the state.  For many abortion patients, UNC is the place of last resort for 

women who would otherwise be forced to travel out of state for medical care (assuming 

they have the resources and capacity for such travel).   

13. Many of the patients who come to me would have preferred to have obtained 

an abortion sooner but were delayed.  For example, many of my patients face logistical 

delays in obtaining abortions, including raising the money necessary to pay for a procedure, 

travel, issues with unsupportive or abusive partners, and a lack of access to medical care to 

confirm pregnancy.  In particular, transportation presents a major challenge in rural North 
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Carolina, where there is virtually no public transportation and many of my abortion patients 

have neither cars nor the money to pay for gas.   

14. I have reviewed the 20-week ban and have many concerns about how it will 

affect women seeking abortions in North Carolina, my provision of abortion services to 

my patients, and my obligations and professional responsibilities as a physician.  But for 

the 20-week ban, I would provide abortion after 20 weeks. 

III. The 20-Week Ban  

15. Pregnancy is measured from the first day of a woman’s last menstrual period, 

also referred to as “lmp.”  Viability is the time when a fetus has a reasonable chance for 

sustained life outside the womb, in some instances only with lifesaving medical 

intervention.  Viability generally occurs at approximately 24 weeks lmp.  Viability is a 

determination that must be made by physicians, based on the health of the woman and the 

fetus. 

16. The 20-week ban prohibits abortions after the twentieth week of pregnancy.  

For that reason, it prohibits abortion at a point in pregnancy when no fetus is viable.    

17. Some fetuses are never viable, including those with anencephaly, 

undeveloped kidneys, undeveloped lungs, severe abdominal thoracic cavity abnormalities, 

severe brain anomalies, and severe cardiac anomalies.   

18. The ban prohibits previability abortion.  For some of my patients, the 20-

week ban will prohibit them from obtaining an abortion altogether, forcing them to carry 
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the pregnancy to term.  The ban’s extremely narrow health exception will force some of 

my patients to delay access to treatment, exposing them to serious medical risks. 

19. As an independently licensed physician, forcing me to deny and delay care 

for my patients, some of whom lack the resources to seek care elsewhere, undermines my 

practice as a physician and conflicts with my conscience.  It intrudes on the physician-

patient relationship with, in my opinion, unconscionable and inhumane results.   

I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true and correct.
