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LGBTQ EQUALITY

House Bill 2: “Public Facilities Privacy and
Security Act”

One of the nation’s most notorious and sweeping laws
targeting lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and queer
(LGBTQ) people for discrimination was introduced,
passed, and signed into law in just 12 hours in March 2016.
Specifically, HB2

e Targets transgender people for discrimination by
prohibiting transgender men and transgender women from
using public facilities consistent with their gender identity.

e Excludes LGBTQ people from statewide legal
protections in public accommodations, in effect
encouraging businesses to discriminate against LGBTQ
customers.

o Prevents local governments from extending their own
protections to LGBTQ people by banning local policies
that protect LGBTQ people in employment, public

accommodations, and government contracts.

BILL BECAME LAW l:’

The ACLU and Lambda Legal are currently challenging
HB2 in federal court on behalf of six LGBTQ North
Carolinians and members of the ACLU of North

Senate Bill 2: “Magistrates Recusal for Civil
Ceremonies”

Allows all magistrates, as well as deputy and assistant registers
of deeds, to refuse to perform all civil marriages if they cite

a religious objection. This bill sets a dangerous precedent by
allowing government officials to pick and choose which duties
they will perform based on their personal beliefs. Indeed,
SB2’s sponsors said the bill was a response to same-sex couples
winning the freedom to marry in North Carolina in 2014.
According to the Associated Press, at least 5 percent of the
state’s magistrates have opted out of performing all marriages
since the law took effect.

Governor McCrory vetoed the bill in May 2015, but the

House and Senate voted to override the veto.

Note: There are two votes graded for this bill. The second is the

vote to override Governor McCrory’s veto.

BILL BECAME LAW !:’

This law is currently being challenged in federal cours.

REPRODUCTIVE FREEDOM

House Bill 465: “Women and Children’s
Protection Act”

Tripled the mandatory waiting period for a woman seeking
an abortion from 24 to 72 hours, the longest waiting

period in the country. For many women, the impact of this
restriction could mean multiple, unnecessary trips to distant
clinics. Medical groups such as the American Congress of
Obstetricians and Gynecologists oppose these types of laws,
which they say have no medical basis and instead force a
woman to endure unnecessary and potentially harmful delays.
The bill also requires doctors who provide abortions 16 weeks
after conception to submit ultrasounds to state ofhicials for
review, an unprecedented requirement that raises extreme
privacy concerns. Many have interpreted this provision as an
attempt to intimidate women who have decided to have an
abortion, as well as doctors who provide them.

HB465 was signed into law by Governor McCrory, who
pledged during his 2012 campaign to sign no new restrictions
on abortion.

BILL BECAME LAW !:’

IMMIGRANTS’ RIGHTS

House Bill 318: “Protect North Carolina Workers
Act”

Prohibits local governments from adopting ordinances that
enhance public safety by directing local law enforcement not
to conduct irrelevant interrogations about the immigration
status of individuals, especially crime victims and witnesses.
Also prohibits North Carolina officials—with the exception
of law enforcement officers in some cases—from accepting
arange of ID cards, including those issued by nonprofit
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organizations, municipalities, and other governments. HB318
makes it harder for officials to determine a person’s identity

or residency, deters undocumented people from reporting
crime, and encourages discrimination against immigrants. It
also expands employers’ use of E-verify, an intrusive “prove
yourself to work” system of government oversight that is prone
to errors and carries privacy and security risks.

BILL BECAME LAW !:’

House Bill 100: “Local Government Immigration
Compliance”

Would have doubled down on the anti-immigrant law, HB318,
described previously. HB100 proposed an anonymous
complaint process and draconian penalties, including

taking away funding for school construction and roads, for
municipalities and law enforcement agencies that did not
comply with the provisions of HB318. Note: The House passed
an unrelated version of this bill, but only the Senate voted on the
anti-immigrant provisions.

BILL DID NOT BECOME LAW lS’

LAW ENFORCEMENT &
CRIMINAL JUSTICE

House Bill 972: “Law Enforcement Recordings/
No Public Recoxd”

Gives law enforcement agencies complete discretion to show—
or not show—body and dash camera footage to the people
who are recorded by the cameras. If a law enforcement agency
wants to release the footage to the public, or if a member of
the public wants to obtain a copy of the recording, a court
order is required. This bill undermines the very purpose of
these cameras—to build community trust and accountability
through transparency—by not guaranteeing even a minimum
amount of access to recordings for anyone other than law
enforcement. People who are filmed by police body cameras
should not have to spend time and money to go to court in
order to obtain access to that footage.

BILL BECAME LAW

After HB972 was voted out of the House, the Senate
added a provision establishing a pilot needle exchange
program to the bill. The ACLU supports needle
exchange programs that promote public health and
safety. It was especially disappointing to see this
positive policy change added to such a problematic and
damaging bill. The report card grades representatives’
votes on the third reading of HB972 in the NC House,
not the final vote to agree on changes the NC Senate
made to HB972 (including the introduction of the pilot
needle exchange program).

House Bill 774: “Restoring Proper Justice Act”

Allows the state to hide the source of drugs used in executions,
decreasing transparency and government accountability. It
also removes the requirement that a doctor be present at all
executions, which could mean that a qualified medical doctor
will not be present if problems arise during an execution.
Sponsors said the purpose of the bill was to jump-start
executions, which have been on hold since North Carolina
adopted new protocols for lethal injections. North Carolina
has not executed an inmate since 2006.

BILL BECAME LAW !:’

Senate Bill 343: “Student Assault on Teacher/
Felony Offense”

Would have created a new felony penalty for students aged

16 and older who are found guilty of assaulting school
personnel. Assault on school personnel is already a criminal
offense, and this bill would have only exacerbated North
Carolina’s current school-to-prison pipeline. The bill would
also disproportionately harm students of color and those with
disabilities. Furthermore, because North Carolina is one of
only two states that treats all 16-and 17-year-olds as adults in
the criminal justice system, these youthful indiscretions would
be part of the child’s permanent record, hindering future
opportunities in a number of areas including furthering their
education. Note: The Senate approved this bill, but the House
did not vote on it.
